[bookmark: Executor]1. Executor – Role and Responsibilities
An Executor is the person legally responsible for dealing with your estate after your death. Their primary duties include:
· Registering your death and obtaining copies of the death certificate.
· Locating and reviewing your Will.
· Applying for the Grant of Probate (legal authority to manage the estate).
· Identifying and gathering your assets (property, bank accounts, investments, etc.).
· Paying any debts, liabilities, and inheritance tax due.
· Distributing your estate in accordance with your Will.
Executors are expected to act honestly, diligently, and in the best interests of the estate and its beneficiaries. They can be held personally liable for any errors or mismanagement, so it is vital that the person you appoint understands and accepts this responsibility.

[bookmark: Trustee]2. Trustee – Role and Responsibilities
A Trustee is responsible for managing any Trusts that are created under your Will or estate plan. These may include:
· Trusts for minor children, vulnerable beneficiaries, or for inheritance tax planning purposes.
· Managing trust assets (e.g., property or investments) in line with the terms of the trust.
· Acting in the best interests of the beneficiaries.
· Maintaining proper records and ensuring distributions are made correctly and lawfully.
A Trustee’s role may be long-term, depending on how the trust is structured. Like Executors, Trustees are expected to act with care, diligence, and impartiality.

Appointing Someone You Trust
It is important to appoint individuals who:
· Are organised, trustworthy, and capable of handling financial matters.
· Are willing to take on the responsibility.
· Understand the importance of acting in accordance with your wishes and the law.


Before naming someone as your Executor or Trustee, you should:
· Discuss the role with them in advance.
· Ensure they fully understand and agree to accept the responsibility.

Complex family arrangements such as in second and subsequent marriages, there is a need to ensure that each of the testator’s share and interest in the estate passes as they would wish and benefits their respective children (if that is their wish). In such cases it would achieve little were the testator to simply gift all of their estate to their spouse (or partner) in the expectation that their wishes would be carried out. Such planning would fail in its entirety should the survivor remarry, cohabit or simply rewrite their will – they could of could of course simply spend it all!

The simplest use of a Interest in Possession Trust (IIPT), where there is no inheritance tax liability, and guarantees the share of the main assets, the family home is protected, is the IIPT. This will ensure that whatever happens the deceased’s share is protected from future predators and ensures that their share will pass to their named beneficiaries but also ensures that the survivor has the right to remain in the family home.

Protecting children/beneficiaries from their own improvidence. Where a child or other named beneficiary has problems, such as bankruptcy, divorce, drink or drugs or spendthrifts, parents should consider the use of a discretionary trust to manage their residuary estate. Discretionary trusts are extremely powerful tools with the right appointment of trustees. The trustees of a DT can ensure that the beneficiary(ies) can be well cared for, possibly providing a home, food and ensuring bills are paid and providing a suitable income for their needs and in many cases would ensure that any benefits they receive are also protected.

One cautionary note; where the trust is being created to protect a child’s inheritance through their divorce the trustees must be clearly directed as to how they make advances from the trust. Courts have been known to count the trust as an asset in divorce cases where the beneficiary can be seen to receive regular and substantial amounts from the trust.
